Verify the Cable Connections:
Verify cables are hand tight and connected properly on the back of
your receiver.

Connect the Remote Antenna:
The remote control antenna must be connected hand tight to the back of the
receiver.

Parental Locks
You can password-protect programming based on rating or on a channel-by-
channel basis.

2. Select the LOCKS option you prefer (such as “Lock PPV").

3. Select LOCK SYSTEM and choose a password.
